Electric lawn mower WLORTEX is a household product that is designed for mowing lawn grass.
The lawn mower and its components are packaged for safe storage and transportation. The tool
is intended for use in temperate climates at ambient temperatures up to 35°C. The tool is
powered by a 230V, 50Hz AC power supply. Any other use is prohibited.

Please read this operating and maintenance manual carefully. Keep it in a safe place.

This power tool is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been
given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for
their safety. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the power tool.

Before plugging the product into a power outlet, always check that the power button is in the
"OFF" position and is functioning properly. If the power button is equipped with a lock, be sure
to turn the switch to the "OFF" position during a power outage to prevent the product from
turning on accidentally.

It is not recommended to use the tool at ambient temperatures below +10°C or above +35°C.

Safety regulations

This lawn mower is intended for amateur use for mowing small lawns. It can be used for lawn
maintenance in a summer cottage or garden plot, as well as for mowing grass on flat lawns, provided all
instructions in the operating instructions are followed.

ATTENTION! Using the lawn mower for any purpose other than those specified in this manual constitutes
a violation of the safety conditions and will void the supplier's warranty. The manufacturer and supplier
are not liable for damage resulting from improper use of the lawn mower.

Read this manual carefully. Familiarize yourself with the lawn mower's controls and operation before
using it. Know what to do in an emergency. Pay particular attention to information preceded by the
following headings:

WARNING! Indicates a hazardous situation which, if not avoided, could result in death or serious injury.

CAREFULLY! Indicates a hazardous situation which, if not avoided, may result in moderate injury.
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ATTENTION! Indicates the possibility of equipment damage if the operating instructions for the product
are not followed.

General safety rules when working with power tools

I:I This symbol indicates that the appliance is double-insulated. No additional grounding connection

is required.

Power tools are hazardous equipment. Use power tools safely to avoid the risk of electric shock,
injury, or fire. Read and understand the safety instructions for using power tools carefully before
using them.

ATTENTION! Before plugging in, inspect the socket, plug, and cable for damage. Damaged wires,
sockets, or plugs must be repaired or replaced. Do not use damaged cables, connectors, plugs, or power
cords that do not meet electrical safety requirements.

To prevent electric shock, do not work in the rain or on wet grass.

Minors are not allowed to operate the lawn mower. Keep children, bystanders, and animals away
from the work area while operating the lawn mower. The safe working area should be at least 15
meters.

The lawn mower user is responsible for any potential hazards to other persons or their property!

Only people who are rested, healthy, and in good physical condition should operate a lawn mower.
Do not operate a lawn mower after consuming alcohol or taking medications that impair reaction time
or coordination.

Do not make any modifications to the lawn mower, as this may cause an accident or damage to the
device.

Always wear safety glasses while working. Long hair should be tucked under a hat. Wear clothing
that covers the entire body, and do not wear jewelry that could get caught in moving parts.

It is necessary to wear sturdy, safe shoes with non-slip soles.

Do not use any cutting attachments with this lawn mower other than those recommended by the
manufacturer, as they may cause serious injury or damage to the mechanism.

Before mowing, inspect the mowing area and remove any foreign objects that could damage the
blade. Also, remove any small debris that might be thrown up while mowing.

Check the lawn mower for loose parts (nuts, bolts, screws, etc.)

CAREFULLY! Do not place your hands or feet under the blade while working. Risk of serious injury.

Always turn off the engine when moving to another work area.
Work with a properly functioning grass cutting blade.

ATTENTION! If you hit a rock or other object, turn off the engine and check the condition of the blade and
blade adapter. Do not use a damaged adapter, an unbalanced blade, or a dull blade.

Operate the lawn mower only in daylight or good artificial light.

Always maintain a stable body position while working.

Never make adjustments or settings while the lawn mower engine is running.

When working on a slope, always move across the slope.

Keep the lawn mower handles dry and clean while operating.

After finishing work, clean the lawn mower from grass residue.

Inspect and maintain your lawn mower regularly.

It is necessary to avoid frequent switching on for a short period of time, especially not allowing the
opportunity to “play” with the switch.

ATTENTION! Voltage fluctuations caused by this device during start-up may, under unfavorable network
conditions, damage other equipment connected to the same electrical circuit.

To prevent such a situation, it is necessary to take appropriate measures (for example, connecting
this equipment to another electrical circuit, operating the device in an electrical circuit with a lower
impedance).

It is permitted to operate the lawn mower on slopes with an inclination angle of no more than 25°.
During operation, the cable must be kept away from the knife.

Use only waterproof extension cords.
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ATTENTION! When operating the mower, the electrical outlet must be equipped with an automatic safety
switch that trips when a leakage current occurs (cut-off current max. 30 mA).

Preparation for operation

Assembling the lower part of the handle
Insert the lower part of the handle into the holes indicated by the circle and arrow in the figure below.
Secure the lower part of the handle with screws.

Align the mounting holes on the upper and lower handles. Insert the carriage bolt and tighten it with the
quick-release knob. Repeat on the other side.
Make sure the handles are securely locked.

Assembling the grass catcher
Align the latches and slots on the top and bottom halves of the grass catcher and press the two halves
together to secure them.

Place the handle (11) into the top of the grass catcher until it clicks into place.
Lift the rear grass catcher door (13).

Lift the grass catcher by the handle (11) and place it under the rear door (13) in the discharge opening
(14) so that the hooks (16) on the top cover of the grass catcher fit into the grooves (12).

Open the rear door (13).

When installed correctly, the hooks (16) of the grass catcher will be securely fastened in the grooves (12).
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Close the rear door (13).

Adjusting the cutting height

The lawn mower's wheels are set in a low position at the factory. Before first use, set the cutting height to
the most appropriate height for your lawn. The average lawn height should be between 38 and 51 mm
(1.5 and 2 inches) in cooler months and between 51 and 70 mm (2.9 and 2.8 inches) in hotter months.

1. Before setting the cutting height, make sure the machine is switched off and disconnected from the
power source.

2. Turn the product over.

3. Move the wheel axle forward to adjust the height.

4. Move the axle to the desired height and allow it to lock into place. Make sure both sides of the axle are
at the same height.

5. Make sure the four wheels are at the same cutting height and rotate smoothly and without obstruction.
ATTENTION! Be careful when using a lawn mower for the first time. Remember, a split second can
cause serious injury.

ATTENTION! Always wear eye protection. Failure to do so may result in objects entering your eyes,
resulting in serious injury.

ATTENTION! Do not use attachments or accessories that are not recommended by the manufacturer of
this product. Using attachments or accessories that are not recommended may result in serious injury.
ATTENTION! Before use, always inspect the mower for missing or damaged parts and the blades for
damage, uneven wear, or excessive wear. Using the product with damaged or missing parts can result in
serious injury.

6. Do not start the engine while standing in front of the discharge chute.

7. Do not place hands or feet under rotating parts. Always stay away from the discharge opening.

Control

To prevent accidental switching on of the device, a power lock button (1) is provided.
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To start the lawn mower, press and hold the power lock button (1), then press the power keys (2) and
release the power lock button (1).

To turn off the lawn mower, press the power switches (2) down.

Caution! After the device is turned off (the power lever is released), the blade continues to rotate for a
while!

Operation
Attention (Fig. 1)!
1) Make sure the lawn is clear of rocks, sticks, wires, and other objects that could damage the mower
blade or engine. Do not mow over stakes or other metal posts. Such objects could be accidentally thrown
in any direction by the mower and cause serious injury to the operator and others.
2) To keep your lawn healthy, always cut no more than one-third of the total height of the grass.
3) Do not mow wet grass, it will stick to the underside of the deck and will not allow the cut grass to be
properly collected in the grass catcher or mulched.
4) New or dense grass may require a narrower cut or a higher cutting height.
5) After each use, clean the underside of the mower deck to remove grass clippings, leaves, dirt and any
other accumulated debris.
6) When mowing long grass, reduce the forward speed to ensure more efficient mowing and proper
discharge of the clippings.
NOTE: Always stop the mower and allow the blade to come to a complete stop before cleaning under the
mower.
Attention! Power tool operating mode S2 (maximum

continuous work time—30 minutes; break—15 minutes).
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Start the lawn mower following the instructions in the "Operating" section. If necessary, lift the
machine to start the engine on the grass. Only lift the front of the mower, keeping your hands and
other body parts away from the blade.

When mowing, follow the pattern shown in Fig. 2. The lawn will improve if you mow it regularly to the
same height, moving in different directions.

When finished, release the power lever. Unplug the extension cord from the power outlet, and then
disconnect the lawn mower plug from the extension cord, as shown in Fig. 3.

Wait until the blade comes to a complete stop before performing any maintenance, adjustments or
repairs to the lawn mower.

If the engine shuts down due to overheating during operation, allow it to cool for at least 5 minutes
before restarting.

ATTENTION! While working, pay attention to the location of the connecting cable. Work only so that the
connecting cable is always visible on the already-mown section to avoid getting caught in the blade!

Mow only with sharp, well-sharpened blades to avoid yellowing of the lawn.

When operating, properly distribute the load on the lawn mower's engine. The lawn mower should
only be loaded so that the engine speed decreases slightly.

If the engine speed drops significantly, select a higher cutting height and/or reduce the driving speed.
Keep your lawn mower clean and regularly clear it (especially from underneath) of plant debris.
Clean the grass catcher regularly.

IMPORTANT! Do not operate the tool continuously for long periods of time! Periodically stop the tool to
allow the motor and other parts to cool, which will extend the life of your tool.

Maintenance

ATTENTION! Before performing any maintenance or other operations with the blade, the lawn mower
must be disconnected from the power supply.

Never touch the knife until the knife has come to a complete stop.
Always wear gloves. When performing maintenance, repairs, or replacing individual components,
use only original consumables and spare parts recommended by the manufacturer.

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ATTENTION! The use of non-original spare parts or spare parts of inadequate quality may cause
damage to the lawn mower and is not covered by the warranty.

After each use, the mower should be thoroughly cleaned of grass debris. Careful maintenance
protects the device from damage and extends its lifespan.

To ensure adequate engine cooling, the cooling air duct (intake duct) between the engine cover and
the bottom of the lawn mower body must be kept clear of debris.

e Use a brush to clean the underside of the mower.
Remove any grass debris that has accumulated in the housing
and discharge channel.

e You can use a brush or cloth for cleaning. For heavy
soiling, you can use compressed air.

o Do not use water, chemically active substances (acids,
alkalis), especially solvents, gasoline, or ammonia for cleaning,
as they may damage the device.

V Lubricate the wheel pins.

Replacing a lawn mower blade

Under normal operating conditions, check the blade for sharpness every 25 hours of operation and
sharpen it if necessary. The mower blade must be sharpened according to the following guidelines:

1. When sharpening, cool the knife, for example with water. Avoid allowing the blade to develop a bluish
tint, as this will reduce the knife's longevity.

2. The cutting edges of the knife must be sharpened evenly to avoid vibration due to imbalance.

3. Before installation, inspect the blade for damage. Replace the blade if any nicks, cracks, or significant
wear on the cutting edges are visible.

Attention! Before replacing blades, turn off the lawn mower and unplug it from the power source.

To replace the knife:

Before replacing the blades, it is recommended to thoroughly clean the underside of the lawn mower;
Turn the lawn mower over;

Place an obstacle between the blade and the mower deck to prevent the blade from turning;

Loosen the blade nut by turning it counterclockwise (as viewed from the bottom of the mower) using
a 15mm wrench or socket (not included);

Remove the nut, spacer, washer and blade;

Make sure the blade holder is fully pressed against the motor shaft;

Install the new blade onto the shaft. Ensure the blade is installed correctly: the shaft passes through
the center hole in the blade, and the two blade posts are inserted into the corresponding holes in the
blade. Ensure the blade is installed so that its curved ends point upward toward the mower deck, not
downward toward the ground. When properly installed, the blade should fit snugly in its holder.
Replace the blade insulator and spacer, then thread the blade nut onto the shaft and finger tighten.
NOTE: Make sure all parts are replaced in the same order they were removed.

Tighten the blade nut clockwise using a torque wrench (not included) to ensure proper tightening.
The recommended blade nut torque is 62.5~71.5 kgf/cm (350-400 in-Ibs).

Storage and disposal

The storage area should be dry, dust-free, and out of reach of children. The handle can be folded to
save space. Be careful not to pinch the cable when folding the handle.

The lawn mower must be stored in its packaging box in a dry place.

This lawn mower is not classified as regular household waste. If disposing of, it must be taken to a
designated waste collection point. The packaging and packaging materials must be recycled. The
packaging must be disposed of in an environmentally responsible manner in accordance with
applicable laws and regulations. This instruction manual is made from recycled paper.

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The tool and its packaging are recyclable. Protect the environment from contamination. Maintain
cleanliness when using the tool.

If the equipment fails and there is no information in the operating instructions on how to troubleshoot the
problem, you must contact the service department.

Replacement of worn parts must be performed by qualified service personnel.

The warranty period begins on the date of sale of the instrument, and is confirmed by a correctly
completed warranty card, the presence of a sales receipt or a document replacing it.

To receive warranty service, you must contact the nearest service center that repairs our tools.

When returning the tool to the service center, you must present it in a clean condition with a
note indicating the defect, in the original packaging, with the operating instructions and a
completed warranty card, as well as the sales receipt or a document replacing it.

Assembly defects of the product caused by the manufacturer will be corrected free of charge
after the service center carries out diagnostics of the product.
If the malfunction occurs due to the user's fault, the cost of repair services is borne by the user.

The time frame for completing the work depends on the complexity of eliminating the cause of
the defect and is determined by the service center that accepted the instrument for repair.

Warranty service is not provided in the following cases:
