ENG Sandblast gun with hose ASB-041H

The pneumatic sandblast gun (hereinafter referred to as the gun) is designed to clean various surfaces from unwanted
deposits, such as rust or old paint, to improve the quality of the surface being treated by removing various irregularities
and burrs, as well as to polish or mat the surface before applying various coatings.

Check the condition of the air supply hoses and the tightness of their connection to the nozzles.

The tool is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities, or
lack of experience or knowledge, unless they are supervised or have been instructed in the use of the device by a person
responsible for their safety. Children must be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the tool.

Take measures to prevent danger that may arise due to the specific properties of the materials being sprayed, follow the
instructions and observe the information on the packaging or in the technical documentation provided by the material
manufacturer.

When working outdoors, watch the wind direction. Wind can carry the coating material over a much longer distance, thus
causing damage to surrounding objects. When working indoors, ensure adequate ventilation.

When sandblasting surfaces (facades) of buildings, metal structures, tanks, and various metal parts before applying
protective coatings to them, harmful silica-containing dusts are released into the air, which, if inhaled for a long time, can
cause lung disease (silicosis).

When working with a sandblasting machine, the sandblaster must wear a special suit made of dust-proof fabric,
protective glasses and a respirator that completely isolate him from the dusty environment.

For sandblasting, sifted river sand with grains up to 0.5 mm is used.

It is prohibited to use quartz mountain sand for sandblasting.

When working in closed spaces with significant accumulations of dust, the sandblaster must use a gas mask.
Sandblasting of small-sized items is carried out in a chamber equipped with local exhaust ventilation, while the
sandblaster must be outside the chamber, operating the nozzle through the working opening, and observing the process
through the chamber glazing.

Never point the tool at yourself or at animals.

Do not allow persons not related to the work to the workplace.

Do not exceed the maximum permissible working pressure of the gun.

Always bleed off the remaining air before cleaning or disassembling the gun.
